This is our first “date” and I 
know that I want to learn 
about all of you, so I’m just 
presuming that you’d like to 
know something about me.  
My name is Rabbi Melissa 
Fonya Kaufman Crespy, 
HaRav Fayga Miriam bat 

Hayim Avigdor u’Nehama, but you can call me Rabbi 
Crespy for short!  And my name says a lot about me.  
“Melissa” was the name my parents gave me to match 
the Hebrew name Miriam, which was my Sephardic, 
paternal grandmother’s name.  And I am very proud of 
my Sephardic heritage.  My grandmother hailed from 
Solonika, Greece, and I have been there to see what 
is left of the Jewish glory of that city.  “Fonya” was the 
name my parents gave me to correspond to Fayga, 
my Ashkenazi, maternal great grandmother, who was 
a very pious woman.  (Little did she know what would 
happen to me!)  Kaufman is my husband Larry’s last 
name.  I didn’t want to change my last name when I 
got married, but I wanted to incorporate a part of Larry 
into me, and vice versa, and so we each took each 
other’s last names as a second middle name.  (It 
confuses everyone!)  Our son Avi is named for my 
(alas, deceased) father, whose Hebrew name included 
Avigdor, and our daughter Netanya is named for my 
(alas, deceased) mother, whose Hebrew name started 
with the Hebrew letter “nun”. 
 
You’ll find I’m very interested in names, and people, 
and cultures, and languages.  I love to know the 
history behind people, because the history is 
interesting, and often gives me insight to the person I 
am speaking with. 
 
You will find that I am a passionate Jew!  I love 
studying Jewish texts and teaching them, I love the 
Jewish holidays and their messages for us, I love 
“davening” (praying) with real kavannah (strong 

intensive, passionate praying).  Kashrut – the dietary 
laws, speak to me because they cause us to think 
about what we eat, and they help to create our 
community.  I love the ethical system which undergirds 
almost everything we do as Jews.  My greatest hope 
in becoming your rabbi, is that I can pass on my 
passion for Jewish life and learning to you, so that you 
may become enflamed as I have been! 
There are many more things to learn about me, and I 
look forward to sharing them with you, as we begin to 
learn about each other, study together, sing together, 
daven together and share s’mahot (also known as 
“simhas”!) together. 
 
Here’s one story which will give you some insight into 
me.  When I was in my last year of rabbinical school at 
JTS, I was an intern in Summit, New Jersey with 
Rabbi Bill Horn.  One Shabbat, I gave a sermon on 
Parashat Terumah, which begins with asking all the 
Israelite people to give a gift to God to build the 
traveling Tabernacle in the wilderness.  I told the 
congregation that I was invited to a wonderful interfaith 
retreat, and was asked to bring an item of “deep 
personal significance” along with me, along with a 
Bible.  I had no jewelry that was personally 
meaningful, I couldn’t carry a tome of the Talmud with 
me, so I thought a lot about what I could bring.  I 
decided to bring a letter with me.  The letter was from 
a man with whom I had corresponded for a year while 
I was living in Israel.  He was brilliant, and a beautiful 
writer.  But he was suffering through a divorce, and 
through the letter, I was comforting him, and 
encouraging him.  After a number of months of these 
letters, he added a P.S. after signing off in his usual 
way “Best to you, X.”  He said that the intensity of the 
letters made him feel that “Best to you” was no longer 
suitable. But dare he use the four letter word “love?”  
He was clearly falling in love with me, and I was with 
him, and it was that letter that I brought to the retreat 
as my item of deep personal significance.  At the 
retreat, in a “crunchy, granola” sort of way, we sat in a 
large circle with a table in the middle, and we were 
asked to place our significant items on the table.  So I 
did, though it felt a little weird.  And I discovered 
something.  I discovered what it might feel like to give 
a gift to God from your innermost soul, and I 
discovered what I valued most – my relationships with 
people.

One Friday Night, not too long ago, Marilyn O 
mentioned the idea of a group tour to the Museum.  I 
figured I would be well involved in a Mets game on 
that Sunday, and it wasn’t a very hard decision to 
make that I would not attend.  However, Melly looked 
over at me and said, “Dad…I want to go!”  My eleven 
year old daughter proceeded to rehash her recent 
class trip to Philadelphia.  While there, they visited the 
National Museum of American Jewish History.  Funny, 
but I lived in Philadelphia for three years, and I was 
not aware of this museum either.  Needless to say, 
Melly informed me that this Museum, while currently 
open, is scheduled for completion in the year 2010.  
She has already told me that I will be taking her back 
there to see the finished museum.  Since we were not 
able to walk through the NY Museum during the ballet, 
Melly felt this was a good opportunity to see the New 
York Museum.   

 
My daughter was asking to visit the Museum of Jewish 
Heritage!!  What father would say “No?”  We made 
plans to join the group, and my mother decided to 
drive up from South Jersey to spend the day with 
Melly.  I hate to admit it, but I figured I was going along 
like I had to go along when Melly asked me to take her 
to see “Ratatouille.”  In other words…I had to go but I 
really was not expecting to enjoy it.  I am happy to say 
that just like “Ratatouille,” (which ended up being the 
best movie I have seen all year) my visit to the 
Museum was just as surprising.  As a group, our tour 
lasted a few hours.  It is embarrassing to admit, but I 
was enthralled.  If you decided to read this article just 
to see what was at the museum…well you are going 
to be disappointed.  I will not go into details.  What I  

 
 
 
will say is that even though we spent hours, I don’t 
think we saw nearly 20% of the exhibits.  Rather than 
just going through the motions, I found myself involved 
in discussions with my kid, my mother, and sometimes 
complete strangers who just happened to be looking 
at the same exhibit.   
 
My daughter has recently been exploring our heritage.  
She has spent hours questioning my mother on my 
dad, and all our other relatives that are no longer with 
us.   Together they have mapped out a larger family 
tree than I was able to do. Through Melly’s 
investigation I have recently discovered that the name 
“Stiel” appears twice on Schindlers List. 
(http://www.auschwitz.dk/Schindlerslist.htm).  Laura & 
Syda Stiel.  According to the list, they both would be 
nearly 80 years old today.  None of my relatives are 
familiar with Laura & Syda.  Due to the spelling of 
“Stiel,” it is quite probable that we are related, however 
we may never know for sure. 
 
The Museum centers on life before, during, and after 
the Holocaust.  There were some joyful exhibits.  The 
group’s favorite was clearly “The Other Promised 
Land- Vacationing, Identity, and the Jewish American 
Dream.”  Jason and Jerilyn (forgive me for the 
shameless plug) but your daughter’s exhibit was 
amazing.  I can not imagine how proud you must be. 
 
I will share one thing I discovered at the museum.  
Oddly, it was something I discovered about myself.  
As grown ups, we all spend most of our lives rushing 
from place to place.  There never seems to be enough 
time to do all the things we want.  We have obligations 
to meet, bills to pay, jobs to rush to.  We complain to 
our friends if the airline loses our luggage, or if we got 
stuck in traffic, or if we were unhappy with the ending 
of “The Sopranos.”  Yet walking through this museum, 
these things now seemed to be insignificant.   
 
Those of you that attended the tour; thank you.  Those 
of you that did not attend; please let me know if you 
would like to go another time.  Melly and I (and maybe 
my mom) would be happy to return with you.  Melly 
and I have a lot more learning to do.

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The United Synagogue of Conservative Judaism and 
the Rabbinical Assembly are working toward 
establishing the tzedek hekhsher, which would certify 
kosher products as being consistent with Jewish social 
values.  

It is not intended to supplant the hekhsers upon which 
we now rely, but to supplement them; it will look not at 
the vitally important area of ritual kashrut but at the 
also important and far-less attended-to arena of social 
responsibility. 

We begin by looking at the working conditions at 
meat-packing plants. For more information, go to our 
website, www.uscj.org, and click on the Social Action 
tab on top, then follow the links. 
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The Israeli government has changed the dates of this 
year’s observances of Yom HaShoah, Yom 
HaZikaron, and Yom HaAtzmaut.  

The change was made in order to keep Yom HaShoah 
and Yom HaZikaron from beginning on Saturday night, 
just as Shabbat ends, and of course Yom HaAtzmaut 
is the day after Yom HaZikaron, so a change to one is 
a change to the other.  

This year, Yom HaShoah will be Monday, April 16, 
Yom HaZikaron will be on Monday, April 23, and Yom

Sometimes, figuring out what to write about in the Gazette 
is not all that easy (and yes… you synagogue Rabbis and 
Presidents face the same challenge every issue too… but 
that is why they pay you the big bucks you get), but as I 
assembled this issue and read the ad from Mazon which 
starts with “Leaving the corners of our field is not just an 
ancient tradition”, it dawned on me that this tradition does 
indeed carry forth in time. 
 
A few weeks ago, while my daughter was at a bicycle race 
in Pennsylvania, I had a chance to chat with a local farmer 
about their corn crop, especially given that this was the first 
year I successfully grew corn.  As he explained that many of 
the farmers grow a tasteless feed corn which is harvested… 
stalk and ear together, chopped up, and fed to cattle, he 
also mentioned that the farmers typically plant sweet corn 
along the edge of the fields and welcome their neighbors to 
pick this corn for their dinner table.   
 
This struck me as an incredibly generous gesture on the 
part of the farmers, many of whom often are often in debt as 
they suffer during dry or overly rainy seasons.  After thinking 
about it, I realized that the corn picked from the perimeter 
was very insignificant to the farmers harvest when 
compared to the acres and acres of feed corn that was to 
be sold on the market;   Less so given that the neighbors 
only took the ears leaving the stalks to be included in the 
feed corn harvest. 
 
Along with my corn, this year I also grew way too many 
cucumbers, peppers, tomatoes, cucumbers, squashes, 
pumpkins, more cucumbers, melons, beans, onions, 
carrots, and a lot of other goodies (did I mention the 
cucumbers?)…. far more than we could ever eat. No one 
liked my corn (I think I planted feed corn by accident), I’m 
the only one who likes green peppers, and there is only so 
much you can do with cucumbers. 
 
We are fortunate in that we do not have any hungry 
neighbors, and there are only so many cucumbers that you 
can give to your friends and still have them consider you a 
friend.   However, I did learn that a local shelter for battered 
and abused women and children here in West Milford 
eagerly accepts fresh food.  And despite giving them over 
39 pounds of cucumbers, peppers and carrots, we still 
seem to have more than we can use. 
 

The lessons I learned were that you do not need to give 
until it hurts to make someone else’s hurt go away, 
whatever you give will probably not make any difference in 
how much you have, and never buy corn seeds from 
Walmart unless it says “sweet corn” on the label. 
 
As we celebrate the New Year with honey and apples, let us 
share some sweetness with those for whom hunger is a 
bitter reality.

One custom of Rosh HaShanah involve eating sweet things in order to have a sweet year.  Another is to eat 
carrots - The Yiddish word "meren" means both carrots and to increase. Carrots symbolize our hope that 
we increase our good deeds in the coming year. 
  
The following recipes combine these two customs.  The first two looked interesting to me, so if you try them 
before I do, let me know how they come out. 
  
The last one is my mother's carrot tsimmes (definition -  1. A stew of vegetables or fruits cooked slowly over 
very low heat.   2. Informal A state of confusion)  
  
Carrots, Maple -Glazed with Cherries Source: Cherry Marketing Institute  Serves: 6  

1 pound carrots, peeled and sliced 
1 cup frozen unsweetened tart 
cherries - can also use dried 
3 tablespoons maple syrup 
2 tablespoons butter or margarine 
1/2 teaspoon ground nutmeg 
1/4 teaspoon ground ginger 

In a 2-quart saucepan, cook carrots in water, covered, 8 to 10 minutes, or until 
tender. Drain well.  

Add cherries, maple syrup, butter, nutmeg, and ginger to cooked carrots. (It is not 
necessary to thaw cherries before combining with carrots.) Cook, stirring 
occasionally, over medium heat, until mixture is hot and bubbly. 

 Carrots, Israeli     Source: Internet   Serves: 6  
1-1/4 lbs. young carrots 
2 tbsp. butter or margarine 
1/3 cup dry white wine 
1/2 tsp. ground nutmeg 
1/2 tsp. ground cinnamon 
2/3 cup white raisins, optional 
3 tbsp. light brown sugar 
1/2 cup orange juice 
4 slices unpeeled orange 

Scrape carrots and cut into 1/4" slices. Combine with butter, wine, nutmeg, and 
cinnamon and cook over low heat until carrots are tender.  

Stir in raisins and sugar and continue cooking a few minutes longer, until raisins are 
plump and carrots are glazed. Stir in orange juice, and garnish with orange slices 
when ready to serve. 

My Mothers Carrot Tsimmes  - I gave this recipe to my friend Anita, who was quite upset that my mother didn't use exact 
measurements - she was more of a 'throw it in the pot' girl.  So, I made up measurements for Anita, but this recipe is very 
forgiving and pliable. 

Carrots - cut into small chunks 
Put the carrots into a heavy 
saucepan. 
Add water to about 1 inch below 
covering the carrots. 
Add honey, lemon and raisins to 
taste. 

Bring to a boil.  Leave the pot partially covered, reduce the heat and simmer until the 
water mostly evaporates.  If it seems to be taking too long and stuff is starting to get 
mushy, remove the lid and increase the heat to speed the process.  There should be 
virtually no liquid in the recipe when it is done, and it should be chunky, not mushy. 

Variations: I will add a peeled and chunked sweet potato about 1/2-1 hour after 
starting the carrots, since that takes less time to cook. 

Add cinnamon and/or ginger
